This certification is a hardware support certification designed for field repair engineers who need to perform basic 

troubleshooting, repair, installation, configuration, and/or verification of operation of HP BladeSystem products.  

The training for this certification provides familiarization with all HP BladeSystem products, with an emphasis on 

break-fix troubleshooting.

This certification is aimed at Service technicians who work for HP or HP channel partners

The candidate for this certification must hold 1 prerequisite and must successfully complete 1 core requirement
