APS – HP BladeSystem [2009] replaces APS – HP BladeSystem [2007], which cannot be acquired after 15 
November 2009.  Because of the new content in the training course and the numerous updates in the products and 
programmes, all candidates for the [2009] certification should complete the new training and must complete the 
exam HP2-T15. 
 

Why earn this certification:
